If your child turns 4 before 31 August 2019 it is time to
apply for a Reception place and, if your child is in year 2
at Infant School, it is time to apply for a Junior School
place.

You have put your child’s name down or registered your

Your child attends a nursery unit at a primary school
site

on Monday 10th September. The closing date is
Tuesday 15th January 2019 at 5pm.

It is your responsibility to make sure your application is
with us (NCC) by the closing date.
